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30 YEARS OF INSPIRATION

This year, The LaSalle Bank Chicago Marathon is celebrating its 30" anniversary. To honor the 384,372
runners that have crossed its nish line and written its record books as well as the 45,000 registered for
the 2007 edition, the race has taken a number of measures to highlight the tremendous spirit behind each
individual runner.

Inspiration Bank: In February, the race launched a new section of its website titled the Inspiration
Bank. Visitors are encouraged to make a deposit by sharing their marathon story, participating in polls,
submitting photos and offering tips to their fellow runners. Withdrawals include reading the stories, polls
and tips submitted. The end result is a community of runners who can feed off of each other s successes
and trials and make it to the nish line together.

Inspiration Zone: LaSalle Bank will host a rst-ever exhibit at the Health & Fitness Expo focused on the
emotion derived from participation in competitive sports. Guests will be invited to challenge themselves
against the pros in several sports including distance running. While touring the baseball, basketball,
football, golf and running interactive zones, they will read about the inspiration behind athletes both
professional and recreational.

Advertising Campaign: The events ad campaign featured eight runners in this years eld. The print
pieces included the runners photo and a single quote in their words as to the driving factor behind
their marathon commitment. All nal artwork is available at chicagomarathon.com in the Spectators &
Volunteers section.

Of cial Poster: This years of cial poster illustrates the history of The LaSalle Bank Chicago Marathon
with a combination of photography from professionals and amateurs alike. Past participants, volunteers
and spectators submitted entries and one photo was selected to represent each year of the Marathon.

CHICAGOMARATHON.COM

In August, the race launched a newly designed website in an effort to further illustrate the
powerful emotion behind the Marathon and provide its users with additional bene ts. The new
ChicagoMarathon.com now features a countdown clock, online polls, a video gallery, podcasts, feature
articles and a larger assortment of vibrant imagery. On race day, fans will be able to track runners via the
online tracking system, read live play-by-play message boards, watch and listen to the live broadcasts,
view photos and obtain nal results.
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COMMUNITY PROGRAMS

The LaSalle Bank Chicago Marathon relies heavily on the support of the entire Chicago community from
residents to businesses to city agencies in order to produce the race each year. Without its partners, the
Marathon would cease to exist. To that end, the race has developed several outreach programs for its
several community partners.

Youth Program: The Marathon gives back to the Chicago Park District for all of its efforts to assist with the
race by annually supporting the Chicago Park District Citywide Cross Country Championships. By providing
the structure with which to host three qualifying youth races, The LaSalle Bank Chicago Marathon shares
the joys and rewards of exercise and tness with the next generation. The series culminates on the
Saturday of race weekend with a championship competition at Burnham Harbor. Children in the program
receive nisher medals, runner bibs, t-shirts, of cial timing and a real nish line among other amenities
in order to really experience the excitement of racing.

International Mile: New to the race for its 30th anniversary is the International Mile, celebrating the more
than 7,700 runners in the eld from outside the United States. Along Mile 23 of the race course, local
consulates and international organizations will receive support from the race to organize rally stations
re ecting the ethnic diversity of both the running eld and the city of Chicago.

Neighborhood Partners: The 13 of cial neighborhoods of the Marathon are: The Loop, Wrigleyville,
Lincoln Park, Lakeview East, Old Town, River North, West Loop, Little Italy/University Village, Pilsen,
Chinatown, Bronzeville, Prairie District and the South Loop. Partners in these communities receive a
variety of items to out t their rally stations and businesses leading up to the race.

Athlete Visits: During race week, several elite athletes visit Chicago schools to share the stories of their
success and the dedication it takes to become a professional athlete. They also discuss the importance
of nutrition, tness and exercise in all lifestyles. Athlete school visits are typically planned on Thursday
and Friday of race week.

CEO CHALLENGE

The LaSalle Bank Chicago Marathon and CEO ChallengesLLC welcomethe rst-ever CEO Marathon Challenge
at this years race. Nine CEOs are registered in the inaugural program and their pro les are available at
ceochallenges.com. Along with participating in the race, the group will be treated to a private reception
and awards to top nishers. In conjunction with the Chicago race, CEO Challenges will make a contribution
on behalf of each of its participants to the Challenged Athletes Foundation, a charity that allows disabled
athletes the opportunity to compete in their favorite sports. For more information, visit ceochallenges.com.
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2007 CHARITY PROGRAM

The LaSalle Bank Chicago Marathon charity program continues to grow each year as it welcomes 85
non-pro torganizations to this year s race. More than 6,600 runners elected to make their crossing of the
nish line even more meaningful by adding a fundraising component to their participation.

Last year, the charity program included 60 organizations and 5,000 runners who collectively generated $9.5
million for their causes. With 15 more charities and 1,600 additional runners in 2007, the program is poised to
shatter its own record with hopes of generating more than $12 million on race day. See the Charities section
in the Media Guide for more information on the organizations participating in this year s race.

CHICAGO 2016

As the city of Chicago continues its quest to host the 2016 Olympic Games, it will welcome the more than
7,700 international guests in the eld for the largest global sporting event held in the city. The committee
plans to encourage runners right from the start with a banner on the Randolph Street bridge as it crosses
over Columbus Drive. Representatives will also host a rally station in the International Mile stationed in
the 23 mile stretch of the course.

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SPIRIT OF THE MARATHON

During race weekend, The Chicago International Film Festival will screen the documentary, Spirit of the
Marathon. The Im follows the pursuits of six athletes of different abilities and with various goals as they
train for and run in The 2005 LaSalle Bank Chicago Marathon. Among the cast of real-life characters is
eventual womens champion and current U.S. record holder, Deena Kastor.

The documentary will be shown twice on the evening of Friday, October 5 at 6 p.m. and 8 p.m. at the AMC

THE LASALLE BANK SPORTS CHARITABLE FUND

The LaSalle Bank Sports Charitable Fund continued its efforts to green the Marathon course with a
second planting of trees taking place this fall. In 2006, the Fund underwrote the nancing to plant more
than 75 trees along Adams and Jackson streets in the west loop neighborhood an area designated as
an urban heat island by the City of Chicago. This years green effort will take place in the urban Loop
neighborhood, another area in need of additional vegetation to ward off warmer summer temperatures.

CHAMPIONCHIPT TIMING SYSTEM

The LaSalle Bank Chicago Marathon uses the ChampionChip Timing System to provide runners with
accurate split times throughout the course and nish times. Chip mats will be placed at the Start, 10K,
15K, 20K, Half-Marathon, 25K, 30K, 35K, 40K and Finish and one other elite athlete checkpoint along the
course.
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QUICK NOTES:

Country music star Jo Dee Messina will perform the national anthem on Sunday.

The 30th anniversary features the largest eld in the history of the race. The registration cap was
expanded to 45,000 this year and registration closed out in record time  April 18, 2007.

Kenyan Daniel Njenga will be looking for his rst World Marathon Major win as he has nished the
Chicago race in second, third and second the past three years.

The nine men who have completed all 29 Chicago Marathons will also participate in the 30th
anniversary. They will be wearing commemorative bibs to mark their accomplishment.
